Organization description:
The National Institute for Economic Research (NIER) is a public institution (think-tank) which deals with scientific economic research. The Institute employs 105 researchers, including: 19 PhD, and 71 master degree researchers. Main beneficiaries are Ministry of Economy, Ministry of Agriculture, Ministry of Social Protection, Academy of Sciences and others. Main activities are related to scientific researches in economy, finance, statistics, reforming of social sphere and integration of the Republic of Moldova in world economic circuit. 

NIER has the necessary experience and capacities for realisation of projects and can be a reliable partner in the future. Former experience covers a wide variety of applied research on the evolution of economic and social processes in Moldova, insuring a stable economic growth and high living standards.

The most important research directions are:
